Clear and consistent rights of appeal

All children, their parents/carers and young people up to

the age of 25 will have the right to appeal to the Education
Tribunal against decisions made by a local authority in
relation to their ALN or their IDP. Governing bodies of schools
will not be subject to appeals.

A mandatory ALN Code

The ALN Code will impose mandatory
requirements on the governing body
of a maintained school in Wales in
respect of:

e decisions about ALN

e the preparation, content, form,
review and revision of IDPs

ceasing to maintain IDPs.

Schools must designate an additional
learning needs coordinator (ALNCo)
which replaces the existing non-statutory
special educational needs coordinator
(SENCo) role in schools.

Avoiding disagreements and earlier

Increased collaboration

Where necessary, IDPs will include ALP agreed by health
services, social services and other services, as well as
education. IDPs will contain an action plan that is clear
about which agency is responsible for delivering the
individual elements.
